
 
 
 

Theme Bees / Stock 4’s/ Mod 4’s Rules 
 
Theme Bees   This is a beginner class set up for the beginner or kids. 
 
Merritt Speedway will determine which class you or your car belongs in. 
 
Merritt Speedway has NO the age limit on this class in hopes of getting more people involved.  
We have opened up the rules to aloud rear wheels drive cars to compete .   We will be updating 
the schedule to rotate these classes as soon as it is determined how many register.   Please use 
self control with this class,  We will take measure to make sure the show come first .   We will 
work hard for you but we will not let the fans be cheated.   
 
“Claim Rule”         Applies to Theme Bees and Stock 4’s  
 
$ 400.00 for complete engine ( claim will consist of , Cylinder heads-intake-exhaust manifolds or 
headers including collectors.  Cylinders heads: includes all components attached to the head.)   
 
Procedure to claim.  
 
Promoter reserve the right to claim any or all engines, at any time. 
 
The Team being claimed, has 1 hour after being claimed to have engine ready for wreaker to pull.   
 
$400.00 ( cash) immediate after the feature.  $ 300.00 to driver, $50.00  Claiming fee, and $50.00 
to point fund.  
 
Any participant who finishes the A–Main is eligible to buy any of the top 3 finishers.  The claimer 
must finish on the same lap as the top 3 and is not experiencing motor problems such as 
smoking, over heating, knocking, etc.  Promoter / Official in charge will determine and make the 
final judgment as to weather a claim is legitimate.   Driver must pay designated official  
immediately after feature event.  If claim is over ruled or does not take place the claimer will only 
receive $350.00 back as $ 50.00 will go to the point fund. 
 
If you refuse to sell– you will be fined $300.00 ( goes to point fund), move out of class after a 2 
nights off , Lose all money and points for season.  
 
MSPA rules will apply for weeks off.  
 
Top 3 drivers will report to claim area which is located west of scales / Victory LANE after checker 
flag.  Failure to report to directly to the claim area will result in disqualification and loss of money 
and points for night.  ( engine is still claimable)  Driver is the only person able to make claim, any 
other involvement may void the claim or  Merritt Speedway may impose fines.  
 
Theme Bees/ Stock 4's 
 
(Theme Bees will be front wheel drive and Stock 4's may be rear wheel drive.) 
 
1. SAFETY EQUIPMENT 
 
1: Mandatory—Approved helmet, full fire suit, neck brace, full race type window net and racing 
gloves.  
 



2: Roll cage—Minimum 1.75“O.D. tubing min. Wall thickness (.095). Loop behind driver. One 
horizontal bar min. on passenger side. No bars outside of car. No square tubing. Three drivers 
door bars min. 18” x 24” x 1/8” plate in drivers door and behind seat. 1x1 square tube ok for rub 
rails. Ends must be angled and capped. An approved roll cage is recommended (but not 
required). Roll cage must be above driver’s head. No bars through firewall. Roll cage is for 
driver’s protection only. No kicker bars. If no roll cage, you must have four vertical posts, from 
floor to roof with a minimum 6” x 6” plate on each end, must be bolted to floor and roof with at 
least a 3” washer on all four corners. Post must be a minimum of 1.75” OD (.095) non-galvanized 
pipe.  
 
3: Fire extinguishers (with gauge) in reach of driver, mounted for easy removal. Duck tape or zip 
ties not approved.       
 
 4: Fuel Cell.  In front of rear axle. Highly recommended! If original tank is factory located 
completely in front of rear axle it can remain in this position. Stock tanks must be removed if 
behind rear axle. Extra straps on a stock tank recommended. If you are using the original tank 
with electric fuel pump in tank (external electric fuel pumps not allowed). It must have a clearly 
marked shut-off in reach of the driver & Official..  
 
5: Stock firewall between engine and driver and driver and fuel tank. Just covering tank is not 
allowed  
 
6: Protective screen or windshield with three bars.  
 
7: Mandatory—Racing seat belts. 3” 5 point harness with crotch strap. Must be securely fastened 
to cage. 
 
 
 
 
2. CARS: 
 
1: Any  four-cylinder vehicle as supplied by an American manufacturer or foreign vehicle sold in 
the USA. No sports cars. Maximum wheelbase is STOCK to year and make only. No vans. No 
turbo or rotary engines.    (Theme Bee to be Front Wheel Drive.) 
 
2: All glass, headlamps, tail lamps, and sidelights must be removed. All interior carpets, 
headliners and extra seats must be removed. Steering column may be moved to side. Racing 
shaft and steering wheel o.k.            
 
3: Grills may be removed and replaced with sheet metal between hood and bumper. Gravel 
shields and radiator supports may be removed.  
 
4: No outboard shocks or tower shocks. (Stock suspension for make, year and body style of car). 
Springs may be heated. Lowering blocks o.k. . Stock shocks only. No overloading shocks or 
adjustable shocks.  
 
5: Manufactured bumpers only. A round bar behind rear bumper only. Max 2”. No fabricated 
bumpers. No bars above, below front or rear bumper. No box, channel or angle iron behind 
bumpers.  
 
6: Doors and trunk must be welded, wired, chained or banded shut. No double plating, 
reinforcing, excessive welding or added braces to frame.  
 
7: American racer or D.O.T. approved street tires with 8” maximum tread. No grooving, trimming 
or cutting allowed. All four (4) tires must be the same size.  
 
8: Wheels optional.  rims may not be mixed for stagger. Maximum 7” steel wheels. Race wheels 
highly recommended. Race wheels may become mandatory if too many wheels come off. Large 
racing lug nuts required on all wheels. 
 
 9: All interior sheet metal must stay stock. (Dash may be removed  for safety reasons only. ) 
Burnable material must be removed (carpet, door panels, head liner, etc).   
 
10: No alterations to frame or frame motor mounts. No removing of floor pan. No offsetting. Front 
clip must remain stock, if damaged beyond repair it must be replaced with stock clip.  



 
11: All cars must be painted with numbers on both doors and roof and drivers name. Numbers 
must be a minimum of 16” high with contrasting colors.  
 
12: No wings of any type. No cow catchers or  after market spoilers.  
 
13: Damaged sheet metal must be replaced with stock sheet metal including wheel housing, 
trunk, floors, etc when removed.  
 
14. All cars must maintain a satisfactory appearance throughout the racing season. Please no 
crashed junk. 
 
3. MOTORS / TRANSMISSIONS 
 
1: Maximum of 4 cylinders not too exceed 2500 cc. Make to make. 
 
2: Stock exhaust or stock headers only. Exhaust must exit past drivers seat and must not point 
down. 
MUFFLERS ARE MANDATORY!! 100 Decibel maximum. 
3: Stock intake. No modifications allowed. 
 
 4: Advance in distributor may be locked.  
 
5: One stock 2-barrel carburetor only. No 4412 Crabs.  
 
6. All Parts must remain stock as supplied by manufacturer.  
 
7. No interchanging parts from 6 or 8 cylinder to 4 cylinder.  
 
8: No interchanging parts of one manufacturer to another.  
 
9: Stick or automatic allowed for make of car only.  
 
10: Stock flywheel as supplied by manufacturer only.  
 
11: MANDATORY—tow hooks front and rear.  
 
12: 1 battery per car, in approved steel box. Cannot be in drivers compartment. 
 
NOTE: Be ready to race both directions on the track. You may be told to go to turn # 3 to go on 
the track and race clockwise. You may also start racing in one direction and turn around to finish 
that race in the other direction.  
HAVE FUN! 
 
  
 
 The rules set forth herein are designed to provide for the orderly conduct of racing events and to 
establish minimum acceptable requirements for events. These rules shall govern the conduct, 
and the condition of all Speedway events. By participation in these events all drivers, car owners, 
crew and family members are deemed to have complied with these rules. Any driver, car owner, 
crew or family member who takes part in any demonstration, or fight on the track, in the pit area, 
or on surrounding premises, before, during or after the races shall be subject to suspension. Until 
the suspension is lifted, no car or driver will be permitted to compete if associated with suspended 
person or persons. (NOTE: abuse, assault, or threat to do bodily injury to any track official by any 
driver, car owner, crew or family member shall be grounds for suspension.) Any suspension from 
any MSPA track will also be honored at all MSPA tracks. 
 
  
 
 MOD 4’s 
 
 ( We will set out to allow any other tracks rules in this class,  Maybe adjusted once other tracks 
post there rules) 
 
  
 



SAFETY 
An operational 2 ½ pound minimum fire extinguisher with gauge visible for inspection purpose is 
mandatory in each race car and tow vehicles. Extinguisher must be mounted in a quick release 
bracket. Duct tape is NOT an acceptable mounting device!  
 
Driver must wear approved: Racing Helmet, SFI fire suit, unaltered neck restraint and Nomex 
gloves. Vehicle must be equipped with a complete roll cage with HALO BAR, a five (5) point seat 
belt fastened to the roll cage, window net (maximum 16” x 20” ribbon or mesh style, bolted at the 
bottom with a good safe fastener on the top front of the window), and a removable steering 
wheel. All subject to inspection. 
 
� Drivers head with helmet on must NOT rise above the roll bars. 
 
� Drivers must have and wear a head sock or helmet skirt. 
 
  Aluminum racing seat recommended and must be fastened to the roll cage. 
 
� Cable or tie strap must hook gas cap to fuel cell. 
 
� APPEARANCE  Door and roof numbers are mandatory. Must have a 4” x 20” number on roof 
with solid lettering. Must be able to be read from the passenger side of car. No mirrors. Keep 
outside appearance of the car sharp by repairing whenever necessary. 
 
� BATTERY Must arrive at the track fully charged. May be located anywhere outside of the 
driver’s compartment. Cars must start under its own power in staging area, OR REPORT TO THE 
REAR OF THE EVENT. 
 
� BRAKES All 4-wheel disc brakes are allowed. All in working condition (all four must lock in 
brake test). Neal style brake pedals on original firewall is allowed. No brake adjustment or shut-off 
valves from the driver’s compartment. 
 
� BODY  Aluminum bodies allowed, No altering or channeling of body allowed.  Full stock firewall, 
in stock position between driver and engine compartment and fuel cell/rear compartment. 
Fenders maybe trimmed REASONABLY for tire clearance. Area between taillights MUST be filled 
in with metal. No reflective body panels.  Pick up boxes must be covered.  
 
Bumpers must be in stock location. Bumpers may be reinforced from behind only. Rear bumpers 
must be capped to fenders with steel. No exterior bars allowed. Rounded off rub style bars OK. 
Maximum one inch wide by 2 inches tall.  
 
WRECKER HOOKS ARE MANDATORY FRONT AND REAR. 
 
� CARBURETOR  Stock carburetors must match make and manufacturer of car.  Altered 
carburetors will be CONFISCATED! 
 
� DRIVE SHAFT Drive shaft MUST be painted white and have a metal strap or chain hooked 
around it. This MUST be located in the forward 1/3 of shaft to prevent the shaft from dropping 
onto the track. 
 
� IGNITION Only stock ignitions. Must match make and model. NO aftermarket or dual point 
ignition systems. 
 
� RADIATORS Any radiator allowed. Must include catch can with two (2) quart minimum capacity 
overflow 
 
� Fuel Cell  Mandatory. 
 
� SEAT BELTS Must be racing type quality. A 3” seat belt and a 2” or 3” shoulder harness with 
submarine strap are required and subject o to inspection. MANDATORY all components MUST 
be fastened during races and all belts must be in good condition may not be any older than 3 
years of age. Must be able to read dates. 
 
� SHOCKS Must be stock style in stock location. Rear OEM shock location is 4.5 inches from 
bottom of housing to center of bolt hole, and centered on control arm bracket. NO MADE FOR 
RACING SHOCKS will be allowed. Shock claim $50 per shock. Only driver may claim shocks. 
(same rules as engine claim in theme bees / stock 4’s) 



 
� STARTER Must be in good working condition. All cars must start on their own in the staging 
area or report to the rear of the event. 
 
� SUSPENSION Absolutely, completely and strictly stock for that make and model that you are 
racing. NO AFTERMARKET PARTS ALLOWED. NO ADJUSTABLE SUSPENSION OF ANY 
KIND ANYWHERE ON RACE CAR. May use solid cups and spacers, cups must be welded in. 
Racing springs OK. No front steel bushings of any kind. 
 
� Wheels  Racing wheels  OK up to 15” and 8” wide.  Large racing nuts on all wheels 
 
� Sheet Metal   All interior sheet metal may be removed. 
 
� Frame Strengthening of original fame OK  may tie front and rear frames together 
 
� Spoilers    Up to 8” Made of clear material 
 
� Headers Allowed 
 
� Intake   Stock intake  No redrilling of bolt holes to head or carburetors 
 
� Transmission    No Racing type Transmission, Manual and Automatic OK 
 
  
 
Mufflers  Mufflers are mandatory  Maximum 3 “ Exhaust pipe 
 
100 decibels max.  You will be metered 
 
Fuel Pumps   Electric Fuel pumps and regulators allowed.  Must have emergency shut off switch 
accessible to safety crew. 
 
  
 
This class Mod 4 (plus Stock 4) will be racing on a rotation basis to be posted . 
 
  
 
�  NEITHER WRECKER CREWS NOR RACE TRACK WILL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR ANY 
DAMAGE DONE TO THE CAR. 
 
� NOTE: Illegal or altered parts may be confiscated.
