
 
2007 GENERAL RULES ALL CLASSES 

  
 
APPEARANCE: 
Number of contrasting color to the car will appear on both doors and or top of car. Door numbers 
will be a mandatory 18 inches high with a 3-inch stroke. Driver's name will appear over both 
doors in letters at least 4 inches high. It is highly recommended that the drivers last name appear 
under the # on the passenger side. All cars MUST be kept neat and in good appearance. 
 
BATTERY: 
Must be out of drivers compartment, and separated from driver and/ or fuel tank by sealed 
firewall. Must arrive at the track fully charged. 
 
BRAKES: 
Foot operated four wheel hydraulic brakes in working order 
Dual-master cylinder allowed. 
 
BUMPERS: 
Bumpers in stock location. Bumpers may be reinforced from behind only. Rear bumpers must be 
turned forward or have bracing forward to eliminate sharp ends. Bumpers must be anchored back 
to frame. 
 
DRIVERS: 
All drivers must be 16 years of age with a current driver's license. Parent or guardian must fill out 
consent from. 
 
DRIVESHAFT: 
Driveshaft MUST be painted white and have metal strap or chain, located on the forward 1/3 to 
prevent from dropping onto the track. 
 
FIRE EXTINGUISHER: 
An operational fire extinguisher with gauge (MINIMUM 2 ½ POUNDS) is mandatory: Extinguisher 
gauge must be visible for inspection purpose in car, also must be mounted with a quick release 
bracket, duct tape not acceptable as a mount device. 10lb. extinguisher recommended with tow 
truck. 
 
FIRESUITS: 
Driver must wear an approved firesuit covering the arms to the wrist, and legs to the ankle. 
 
FUEL TANK: 
Must be securely fastened in trunk and painted "day-glow" orange. Drain holes in trunk are 
mandatory. 
 
GLASS: 
All glass except windshield MUST BE REMOVED. Screen or lexan may be used to replace 
windshield. Subject to track inspection. Screen or lexan MUST be supported from behind in such 
a way as to protect driver from debris or airborne parts. 
 
 



GLOVES: 
Nomex gloves are highly recommended. 
 
HELMET: 
Approved helmets are required and must meet Snell SA95, or newer.  
Full face helmets are mandatory. 
 
HOOD: 
Hoods MUST be securely fastened. There must be two (2) hood pins across the front, subject to 
track inspection. A metal air cleaner is mandatory, as well as a fire arrester. 
 
MIRRORS: 
No mirrors. 
 
NECK RESTRAINT: 
Unaltered neck restraint required. 
 
RADIATORS: 
Any radiators. MUST include catch can with a 2-quart minimum capacity. Radiator protection 
must be located between the front tires and behind the stock grill, not more than 10 inches above 
the bumper height. Pipes are not to exceed 2" O.D. by 3 feet in length. 
 
RADIOS:  Raceceiver One Way Radio System 
Just as the new year changes, 2007 will bring forth a number of changes at Merritt. First and 
foremost of the changes is the newest required safety equipment, a Raceceiver One Way Radio 
System. This device will allow the flagman to alert the entire field of an impending caution and its 
location before actually even throwing the caution flag. It will also aid in speeding up the program 
by allowing the tower direct on the track cars to their proper position. All  divisions will be required 
to use this device.  
 
If ordered and paid for by April 15th, 2007, the unit will cost $180.00 and may be purchased from 
the track. (The manufacturer sells these for the same price PLUS shipping.) After that date, the 
company making the device will have a $20 price increase. The units will be available for rent at 
the track. If the device is bought at the track and it malfunctions, a new one may be gotten 
immediately at no charge. An "installment purchase plan" of sorts is easily set up by calling the 
track @ (231) 328-4351. Several other local tracks will be using this same device as a mandatory 
device this season. 
 
  
  
ROLL CAGE: 
There must be a 4-point roll cage, with 3 bars across the driver's door, tied together with a vertical 
center bar. Driver's door must have an 18" X 24" X 1/8" steel plate mounted outside bars between 
roll cage and door skin to protect the driver's body. There must be a minimum of 1-door bars on 
the passenger side. Entire cage to be constructed of minimum 1 ¾" O.D. steel tubing with .095" 
side wall. Car must be equipped with front and rear frame hoops of 1 ½" O. D. minimum size 
ahead and behind driver's compartment. 1/8th " steel or 1/4th" aluminum plate for driver's floor. 
 
SEAT BELTS: 
Must be racing type and quality. A 3" seat belt, 2" or 3" shoulder harness, and submarine strap is 
required and subject to inspection. All seat belts must have a manufacturers date not over 3 
years old. MANDATORY: All components MUST be fastened during racing. Seat belts must 
fasten to roll cages. 
 
STARTERS: 
Starter & clutch must be in working order. If a car must be pushed to start 2 weeks in a row, that 
car will not race the second night. 
 
STEERING WHEEL: 
All classes except Street Stock must have removable steering wheel. 
 



TRANSMISSION: 
Manual or automatic. Scatter shield recommended. 
 
WINDOW NETS: 
Window nets mandatory. Must be mounted from bottom. 
 
WRECKER HOOK: 
MANDATORY FRONT & REAR! Must be easily accessible. If no wrecker hooks are on car, the 
car will be pushed, towed or dragged to the infield until after the program is over. Neither wrecker 
crews nor the Merritt Speedway Management will be responsible for damage to any car. 
 
QUALIFYING: 
If you are blacked flagged in a heat race for running over your time, or get your initial time at the 
back of a heat, you will be issued that time. However you cannot bump anybody out of the A 
Main. If you are faster than the top 16 you will be placed in the 17th position, and the inversion 
rule will apply. 
 
If using someone else's car/truck it must have your number on it, and you must qualify the 
car/truck for the feature event. Someone other than who qualified it may run the heat, but you 
must let the pit stewart know this. You will not receive these points. You can not use someone 
else's car/truck when there are no time trials. When lining up by points, the person with the points 
must drive the car/truck for that event.  
 
DISCLAIMER: 
Each car is subject to inspection at any time before, during, or after each racing event. Items not 
in this set of rules are subject to the discretion of the track officials. 
 
Track officials will make the final decision as to whether a car is legal and/or safe!  
 
The decision of the track official is FINAL!
